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Dear Family and Friends: 
 
           We want to take this opportunity to wish you and your family a blessed Christmas Season. 
 Together we have made a difference in the lives of many. This year we worked in Indonesia 
and India training several hundred pastors to preach who otherwise would not have the opportunity of 
any training in preaching. 
 Could you imagine meeting people who have no hope, who cannot dream of a better 
tomorrow? Praise God the Christian message gives hope and for those who have responded to this 
message of hope in Jesus Christ, we have seen their lives transformed.  
 In 2009 we preached to approximately 25,000 people in the New Jersey Spanish Eastern 
District of the Assemblies of God, Indonesia, and India. We also taught 450 pastors in 
preaching seminars in Indonesia and India. 

In May-June, we had the opportunity to offer several seminars in Indonesia and ministered to 
17,000 people in two large churches. One of the highlights of this trip was the opportunity to minister 
at Bethany Church at their mid-week prayer meeting where 10,000 people were in attendance. This 
church has a membership of 120,000 in the city of Surabaya. We have been given an invitation to 
train their pastors in preaching seminars.  This is a great opportunity for which we thank God! 
 The harvest is also ripe in India. People are coming to faith in the Lord Jesus Christ every 
day, especially in Northern India where the population is predominantly Hindu. Although India is 
growing economically, with a population of over one billion, the majority of people live in poverty and it 
would take a miracle for this nation to turn to God and experience His blessings in their lives. We 
remain unmoved in our commitment to help India. That is why we keep working with pastors in cities, 
towns and villages, because the gospel not only gives hope but lifts people from poverty. This year 
we trained three hundred pastors in four seminars on preaching, most of whom do not know how to 
prepare a sermon.  
  After the seminars we rested for two days before our journey home. This time jet-lag was not 
as bad. 
            Professor Jose Luis Rodriguez from New York joined us for part of the trip and he was a great 
blessing in teaching and preaching. He was well received and people appreciated his ministry. The 
following is his story:  

“It was a wonderful experience to teach pastors and leaders in India with Dr. Ragoonath and 
Sister Rubena. The Lord was glorified, the students attended classes with enthusiasm, the 
pastors valued the experience, and for me it was marvelous. Churches are growing, leaders 
are on the move and the total environment of preaching is ready for the harvest. I appreciate 
the vision of Dr. Ragoonath to train preachers for this time. Thanks for allowing me to be part 
of this effort in the preparation of the preachers for today and the future. The book written by 
Dr. Ragoonath is based on the Pentecostal style of preaching. This is something that many 
have forgotten, but this simple style of preaching was the message that converted thousands 
of believers around the world. If young pastors would like to recover the success of the past, 
they should return to the original message and we will see results. Thanks Dr. Aldwin 
Ragoonath for the opportunity to travel with you, serve the Lord and be part of Agape Teaching 
Ministry.  We hope to join and travel with you again.”
